A CP (Classificacao de Perfil) é a soma ponderada de duas parcelas: a primeira, com
ponderagao de 60%, corresponde ao Curriculum Vitae do candidato, o qual deve referir o
seu percurso académico, profissional e atividades extra-curriculares ou de voluntariado
desenvolvidas; a segunda, com ponderacdo de 40%, corresponde a uma carta de
motivagdo, indicando os motivos do interesse do candidato no ISCTE - IUL, as suas

motivagdes e interesse na drea em questdo e as expectativas relativas a Licenciatura.

A CC (Classificagdo da Competéncia) é avaliada através de uma entrevista presencial
ou por videoconferéncia.
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— Os candidatos com Classificacdo Final (CF) superior ou igual a 13,00 valores sao
seriados e admitidos até ao preenchimento das vagas existentes ao abrigo do
Estatuto do Estudante Internacional.

— Os candidatos com Classificagdo Final (CF) inferior a 12,50 valores, ndo serao
admitidos.

— Os candidatos que nd3o apresentem toda a documentagdo solicitada ou nao
comparegam a entrevista nao serao admitidos.

— Os candidatos n&o admitidos por inexisténcia de vagas sdo designados por
suplentes e podem ser chamados por ordem de seriagdo, no caso de desisténcia de
candidatos admitidos.

Applicants to the Undergraduate Programme in Social Work are accepted based on the

following ranking formula:
FC = AC * 50% + PE* 15% + SE * 35%

FC: Final Classification, AC: Academic Classification, PE: Profile Evaluation, SE: Skills
Evaluation.

The AC (Academic Classification) corresponds to the final grade in Mathematics or
History or Portuguese in the last year of secondary school (12th grade or equivalent);

The PC (Profile Evaluation) is the weighted of two parts: the first, which counts for
60%, corresponds to the Curriculum Vitae, which should describe the applicant’s academic
and professional paths, as well as any extra-curricular or volunteering activities, the
second, which counts for 40% corresponds to a motivation letter, outlining the reasons for
applicant’s interest about ISCTE-IUL and the programme to which theyre applying and
also the expectations regarding their studies;

The SE (Skills Evaluation) is 100% assessed in the admissions interview, in person or
by video-conference.
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— Applicants with a Final Classification (FC) above or equal to 13.00 will be ranked
and accepted to the vacancies available under the International Statute.

— Applicants with the final Classification up to 13,00 will not be admitted,;

— Applicants who fail to present all the required documents or who are unavailable for
the interview will not be admitted;

— Applicants not accepted because of a lack of vacancies are placed on a waiting list
and may be called, in order of their ranking, in the case of the withdrawal of
admitted candidates.
